Hello everyone,
Lots of activities are planned for this month!

The renovation of the Town Hall roof is almost finished, and we will begin
replacing the slate at the Bishop Stewart Memorial Church this month. The
stained glass restoration is in progress, and the window restoration works will

follow soon.

Tanker Truck Purchase
As previously announced, the current tanker truck has reached the end of its

life and needs to be replaced. Therefore, the Municipality plans to proceed with
a loan by-law for $750,000 to finance this purchase. A resolution to this effect
should be adopted during Monday's Council meeting.

If the resolution is adopted, the law provides that a register be opened on
Monday, June 10, 2024. This is to allow those who are opposed to the purchase
of the tanker truck to state their disagreement by coming to the Town Hall to
sign the register. If more than 115 signatures are collected, a referendum will

then be held among all citizens.

Roadworks
The call for tenders for the road work planned for Pinacle, McIntosh and Verger

-Modéle roads is done almost simultaneously with the receipt of this

Messenger.

The resolution confirming which company is selected, as well as the amount of

the work, will also be voted on at Monday's meeting.

-Exotic Plants and Landscaping

As we enter the month of May, it's time to focus on outdoor
landscaping. Is it possible to address the issue of invasive exo-
tic plants during landscaping? Absolutely! Using native plants

is a crucial first step in the right direction.

When purchasing plants, opt for native species or non-
invasive varieties from local suppliers. Choosing native plants
offers numerous benefits as they support sustainable landsca-
ping, boost biodiversity by providing habitats for local wildlife
such as insects, birds, reptiles, and mammals, and help main-

tain ecological balance to combat invasive exotic plants.

Perhaps because they are always present, trees often take up little space in
our minds. What dialogue with trees will elders pass on to younger genera-

tions? What will be the one transmitted by young people?

The Théatre de Petit Arbre team (Philippe Chauveau, Annick Laramée and
Marie-Claude Favreau) brought together 21 students from the Saint-Frangois
d'Assises school and six elders from the municipality of Abercorn who agreed

to reunite with the trees that grew roots in their memory.

During these multimedia creation workshops, each group wrote down their
memories and shared them with the others by reviving them in three dimen-
sions through a diorama (recreation of a scene, usually in a box-shaped

frame).

The exhibition will be on display at the library until June 24 during regular

opening hours.
